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PROCESS SCHEDULE 
 

March 12, 2004 – 1700 Hours Applications Close 

Applications including a $25.00 non-refundable application fee must be received at the District’s 
headquarters station at 4131 Mud Bay Rd. SW, Olympia WA 98502, by Friday, March 12 at 1700 hours. 
Postmarks or faxes will not be accepted.  
 
Candidates meeting the minimum requirements will be notified by mail and invited to participate in the 
written examination.  
 
 
March 20, 2004 - 0900  Written Examination & CPAT Orientation 

The written examination will be given on Saturday, March 20, 2004. The test will be administered at the 
headquarters station at 4131 Mud Bay Rd. SW, Olympia WA. The written exam will consist of 100 
questions based on IFSTA Essentials of Firefighting, 4th Edition. Candidates will have two hours to 
complete the examination. The top 20 candidates with a minimum score of 80% will advance. 
Immediately following the written examination will be an orientation to the Candidate Physical Ability 
Test. Candidates will be required to stay for the orientation or waive your participation by documenting 
you had the opportunity to participate and choose not to. Proof of CPAT certification awarded by a 
licensed provider within 12 months of the May 22nd test date will exempt candidates from the CPAT test. 
 
 
April 14 & 15, 2004   Assessment Center 
The assessment center will be held on April 14 and 15. Candidates advancing from the written exam will 
be notified of their assessment center schedule. The top 15 candidates will be invited to advance to the 
Oral Board. 
 
 
April 28 & 29, 2004   Oral Board 
Candidates advancing to the oral boards will be notified of their interview time. Following the oral 
boards, preliminary rankings will be posted pending the results of the CPAT physical agility test.  
 
 
May 22, 2004    Candidate Physical Ability Test (CPAT) 
The CPAT is a pass / fail test. It will not affect ranking unless a candidate should fail the test. Any 
candidate who fails the test will be excluded from ranking. Candidates will be notified of their scheduled 
time for the test. Proof of CPAT certification awarded by a licensed provider within 12 months of the 
May 22nd test date will exempt candidates from the CPAT test. 
 
 
June 11, 2004    Final Rankings Posted 
Upon formal test validation by the District’s Board of Fire Commissioners, final rankings will be posted. 
 
Every effort will be made to adhere to this testing schedule. If changes are necessary, applicants affected 
by the change will be notified.
